3. Climate Position

The Organization recognizes the impacts of climate change on communities in the
Carpathian region and supports climate resilience, adaptation approaches, and Nature-based
Solutions.

4. Do No Harm

Before activities are conducted, the Organization seeks to assess potential social,
environmental, and reputational risks and take measures to minimize them.

5. Environmental and Social Risk Assessment (ESMS)

For selected field activities or activities in environmentally sensitive areas, the Organization
may conduct basic environmental and social risk screening and document the results.

6. FPIC and Community Engagement

The Organization supports principles of free, prior, and informed participation of communities
in decisions regarding activities that may affect local environments or communities.

7. Responsibility to Vulnerable Groups

The Organization seeks to ensure inclusion and consideration of the needs of children, youth,
internally displaced persons, persons with disabilities, and other vulnerable groups.

8. Practical Environmental Commitments

The Organization supports responsible resource use, environmentally responsible
procurement, waste minimization, and environmentally safe event organization.

9. Activities in Natural Areas

During field activities, the Organization seeks to minimize impacts on soil, water resources,
vegetation, and natural ecosystems.

10. Anti-Greenwashing

The Organization does not tolerate exaggerated environmental claims, manipulative
statements, or dissemination of unverified environmental information.

11. Partnerships



The Organization supports cooperation with communities, research institutions, authorities,
educational institutions, and international partners.
12. Monitoring, Indicators, and Reporting

The Organization may use environmental and social indicators including participant numbers,
educational activities, monitoring points, environmental publications, and other project
results.

13. Legal Framework

This Policy is developed with reference to the Law of Ukraine ‘On Environmental Protection’,
the Water Code of Ukraine, the Aarhus Convention, and international sustainable
development approaches.
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
